Este curso se atenta ao escopo tedrico das literaturas afrodiaspéricas angléfonas, com énfase nas raizes
epistemoldgicas das tradi¢des literarias negras. O estudo do quadro conceitual considera o processo
histérico de descolonizagédo da lingua inglesa na imaginacéo literaria africana e a ecloséo de estéticas
afrodiasporicas contemporaneas, tais como a poética da diversidade e os discursos metalinguisticos de
escritoras negras. O objetivo é avistar, nessas perspectivas criticas e reflexivas, novos rumos para a
pesquisa literaria comparativa dedicada as encruzilhadas discursivas e aos legados tedricos nos contextos
da Diaspora Africana.
